Venue:   Connaught Leisure Centre 
 
Eligibility: Players must be aged 5 years to 16 years on the date of the event and 

be a member of Judo Club Osaka, Hawley, Frogmore or Court Moor. 
 All players must hold a valid BJA licence and show it at the weigh-in. 
 
Method of competition: All players will have at least three fights so that everyone will have a 

chance to fight someone of their own ability, experience and weight. For 
each fight a win gives 3 points, a draw gives 2 points and a loss gives 1 
point. Three ippon wins gives an extra point. The Obi Man trophy is 
graded over a series of competitions – needing 10 points per belt. 

 
Entry fee: £9 per competitor; cheques payable to ‘Judo Club Osaka’. 
  
Closing date:  Wednesday 3rd February 2010.  Entries after this date will not be 

accepted. Entries will be limited to the first 50 competitors.
